If you
receive an email message from
Amma Diane or anybody else that
seems unusual or suspicious, the
best thing is to delete it (never
respond or click a link). If you
unsure if the email is legitimate or
fake, call the person and ask.
Please note, the ability of
fraudsters to send emails that
appear to be from others doesn't
mean somebody's email account
was hacked--there are many
ways emails and phone numbers
on caller ID can be faked.
